Bicycle Safety

Operation  Always ride your bike in a safe, controlled manner on campus. Obey rules and regulations. Watch out for walkers and other bicyclists, and always use your lights in dark conditions.

Theft Prevention  Always lock your bicycle to a bicycle rack---even if you are only away for a minute. Register (登记) your bike with the University Department of Public Safety. It’s fast, easy and free. And it is useful in the possible finding out the bike stolen.

Equipment

Brakes  Don’t forget to check them before you start. Make sure that they are working properly.

Helmet  You must wear a helmet while riding and make sure your helmet meets current safety standards and fit properly. 

Lights  Always have a front headlight---visible at least 500 feet in front of the bike. You can buy a taillight if you like. 

Rules of the Road

Riding on Campus  As a bicycle rider, you have a responsibility to ride only on streets and posted bicycle paths. Riding on sidewalks or other walkways can lead to a fine. The speed limit for bicycles on campus is 15mph, unless otherwise posted. Always give the right of ways to walkers. If you are caught in an accident, you should offer appropriate aid, call the Department of Public Safety and remain at the scene until the officer lets you go.

Bicycle Parking  Only park in areas for bikes. Trees, handrails, hallways and sign posts are not for bicycle parking, and parking in such posts can result in a fine.

In modern society there is a great deal of argument about competition. Some people value it highly. They believe that it is responsible for social progress and prosperity (繁荣). Others say that competition is terrible. They think it sets one person against another and it leads to unfriendly relationship between people. 

I have taught many children who held the belief that their self-worth depended on how well they performed at tennis and other skills. For them, playing well and winning are often life-and-death affairs. When they try their best to pursue（追求）the success, the development of many other human qualities is sadly forgotten.

However, there are some who seem to have lost the wish to succeed. They take an opposite attitude. In a culture which values only the winner and pays no attention to the ordinary players, they really hate competition. Among the most vocal are youngsters who have suffered under competitive pressures from their parents or society. Teaching these young people, I often observe that there is a wish to fail in them. They seem to seek failure by not trying to win or achieve success. By not trying, they always have an excuse: “I may have lost, but it doesn’t matter because I really didn’t try.” They are not usually willing to believe that if they had really tried but lost, that would mean a lot. Such a loss would be a measure of their worth. Clearly, this belief is the same as that of the true competitors who try to prove themselves. Both are based on the mistaken belief that one’s self-respect depends on how well one performs in comparison with others. Both are afraid of not being valued. We can’t discover a new meaning in competition until this basic and often troublesome fear begins to disappear.

ing—if simply listening to music can bring good effects, what would actually playing an instrument do to brain development?

Now researchers at Northwestern University, US, have got the answer. They studied a group of college students—some of them had received musical training in their school years while others had not. Looking at their brain waves, researchers discovered that they acted differently when hearing complex sounds —those who had learned music before were better at picking out single pitches（音高）from a noisy background. And this was true even if the lessons had ended years ago.

This ability to single out certain sounds is connected to language-based learning. For example, reading. “To learn to read, you need to have good working memory, the ability to recognize speech sounds, make sound-to-meaning connections,” professor Nina Kraus from Northern University told the New York Times. “Each one of these things really seems to be strengthened when playing a musical instrument.”

But the researchers also said that there is no one best way to apply these findings. Different instruments, different teaching methods, different schedules—parents need to find what works best for the child, and children sho[image: image9.png]H 25 (ZXXK.COM)

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Do you often grab something to eat after you get a phone call? Do you often sleep after playing games on your phone? Mobile phones are a great way to beat boredom and get in touch with friends. But they are also great places for bacteria (细菌) to live.

A US study showed that there are as many bacteria on your mobile phone as on your toilet seat. The study said about 2700—4200 units of bacteria were found on each phone scientists tested. In drinking water, the limit is less than one unit per half cup.

In fact, mobile phones are not the only dirty things around you. There are many things that carry a lot of bacteria you may not pay any attention.
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Toothbrushes can be dirty, especially when you put them close to the toilet. Studies show that every time you flush（抽水冲洗）the toilet, bacteria can remain in the air for at least two hours. These bacteria may pollute your toothbrush. It is better to put your toothbrush far from the toilet and make it in upright position after each use. It is also important to change your toothbrush every three months.
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Everyone love money, but no one loves the bacteria on it. From the supermarket to someone’s home, a large number of bacteria live on every note. US scientists found anywhere from 126,000 to 135,000 bacteria on a single bill. The way to deal with this problem is to try to wash your hands as often as possible. 
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   Funnily enough, the very sponge that makes your dishes clean is really the dirtiest of them all. Sponges stay wet long after being used, which makes them more likely to carry bacteria. Wash the sponge carefully after each use. Microwave the sponge for 60 seconds. The high heat can kill most bacteria.
