As China made another giant leap into space with the Shenzhou VII spaceship launch on Thursday carrying a crew that is scheduled to make the nation’s first space walk, the word “taikonaut” appeared in media reports around the world. It’s appearing in dictionaries, too.

The word is a mixture of the Chinese term “taikong”（space）and the Greek expression “naut” (traveler), or astronaut, according to the Concise Oxford English Dictionary.

“The fact that taikonaut has been listed in popular dictionaries like Oxford and Longman shows that the word has been recognized by quite a number of English speakers. It can be seen as another sign of China’s growing global influence,” and “This new word shows that China has more to export to the world than just kungfu and Chinese food,”said Chen Lin, a linguistics professor at the Beijing Foreign Studies University.

Taikonaut was invented in 1988 when China started to train astronauts. It became well known in 2003 when China sent its first spaceman Yang Liwei to space in Shenszhou V spacecraft.

Two years later, the Shenzhou VI took off from China’s Jiuquan Launch Center for a five-day mission carrying taikonauts Fei Junlong and Nie Haisheng.

During the Shenzhou VII mission, one of the three taikonauts (Zhai Zhigang, Liu Boming and Jing Haipeng) on board made China’s first space walk, in a China-made space suit named Feitian. That walk made China the third nation after Russia and the United States to stroll in space.

“Now, China is not only recognized as a nation with a long and fascinating history, but also a leading technological power,” Chen said.

[image: image2.png]School phobia is a type of illness which causes students to be afraid to go to school. This condition is most commonly seen in children, typically between the ages of 8-13, and it can be very upsetting, especially if it is allowed to progress. Symptoms include stomach aches, tiredness, shaking, a racing heart and frequent trips to the toilet.

This common phobia is associated with a wide variety of causes. Most commonly it is the result of separation anxiety, but it can also be caused by different kinds of stress. A child who has recently moved, suffered a loss, or gone through a divorce may develop school phobia, and phobias can also develop in response to bullying (欺侮), an unrecognised learning disability, and poor self-image. Understanding the cause of a school phobia is an important step in providing treatment.

A child with school phobia usually refuses to go to school, or protests violently. He or she may become physically ill when ordered to school, or pretend to be sick to avoid going. When the child arrives at school, he or she may run away, or develop behavioural problems in class and on the playground. When school is discussed, the child can become impatient, upset or angry.

Many techniques can be used to manage school phobia, but research suggests that much more effective treatment is required for school phobia to prevent problems developing in later life. Children with this condition usually benefit from seeing a psychologist or doctor who can help the child and provide assistance to help parents and school officials support the child. As soon as a school phobia is identified, parents should take action too. Like other phobias, school phobia gets worse the longer it is left untreated, and it can interfere with a child's success in school. Adjustments can be made at home and in the classroom to help. If bullying is a cause, for example, the bullying situation should be solved. A teacher can meet the child at the door and take him or her to class, and provide support so that the child feels a friendly adult is always available.

Changes at home can include supportive language from parents, along with support like assistance with homework. If a child lacks confidence, parents may encourage the child to take up new hobbies that will help them to feel good about themselves. Parents might also talk to their children about their own fears of school and how they got over them, and their own enjoyment of school and school-like activities. 

By following these methods we can help children to dispel their school phobia.

Archaeologists said Stonehenge, Britain’s most famous prehistoric monument, may have been an ancient pilgrimage (朝圣) site for the sick who believed its stones had healing qualities.

It has always been a mystery why bluestones, the smaller stones that form part of the circle, were transported around 155 miles from Preseli Hills in Wales to Wiltshire in southern England. Archaeologists from Bournemouth University, who carried out the dig in April—the first at Stonehenge since 1964—believe the bluestones were respected as healing stones. “It was the magical qualities of these stones which transformed the monument and made it a place of pilgrimage for the sick and injured of the Neolithic world (新石器时代),” a statement from the archeologist team said.

Geoffrey Wainwrigt, one of the experts leading the work, said that one reason which lead to the conclusion was that a number of the burials around Stonehenge showed signs of injury and disability.

The archaeologists said in the statement that radio-carbon dating (放射性碳测年法) put the construction of the circle of bluestones at between 2400 BC and 2200 BC, a few centuries later than originally thought. But they found pieces of charcoal dating from before 7000 BC, showing humans were active in the area much earlier than previously thought.

During the dig, the researchers also found Roman ceramics (陶瓷) and ancient stone hammers. “We now know, much to our surprise and delight, that Stonehenge was not just a prehistoric monument, but also a Roman and mediaeval (中世纪的) monument,” said Wainwright.

Another of the team leaders, Tim Darvill of Bournemouth University, said the bluestones appeared to be the most important to the purpose of Stonehenge although it may have had more than one function. Other theories about Stonehenge are that it was a religious site or that it acted as a calendar.

How to Do Well in Exams

Do not underestimate(低估) the power of revision in the days and hours before an examination. The closer you are to the exam, the more chance you have of storing and getting important information. But do not overdo it.   71    . An effective daily routine can help you through an exam period, so in the days leading up to your first exam, get into the habit of being up and ready to work. 

On the day of the exam, have a good breakfast, pack everything you need (pens, pencils, erasers, etc.), then make your way to the examination hall in good time.  72  .

Once in your seat, simply pause for a few seconds and collect your thoughts. Close your eyes and take in a few slow, deep breaths to help you relax. When you turn over the test paper, spend a short period reading through all the instructions and questions, paying particular attention to key verbs such as “discuss”, “compare” and “evaluate”.  73   . It is wise always to allow for 10 minutes at the end of the exam to give yourself time to go back over your answers. Once you have selected the questions you wish to deal with, begin by attempting the one you think is your strongest.  74    . Also remember to write clearly, and do not be afraid to express the unexpected: after all, examiners can get very bored marking stereotypical（陈腔滥调）answers.

Try not to look at those around you, or at the clock. If you do need something else to focus on to help collect thoughts, choose the ceiling or anything else that will not draw your attention away.
