    Brendan’s best friend is Tip. They teach each other things and they look after each other. Tip has helped Brendan become more responsible and more caring. Brendan is a nine-year-old boy, and Tip is ten-year-old dog. Brendan and Tip are an example of how owning a dog can have a good effect on a child’s development.

    Having a dog helps a child learn how to act responsibly. As a dog owner, the child must take care of the animal's daily needs. The dog must be fed and exercised every day. A dog is completely dependent on its owner for all its needs, including the need for good health and a safe environment. Furthermore, the owner must take responsibility for the safety of the people it comes into contact with. If the child forgets any of these duties and responsibilities, or turns a blind eye to any of the dog's needs, the dog will suffer（遭罪）. This teaches the child that his responsibility to the dog is more important than his desire (欲望) to play with his toys, talk on the phone, or watch TV. This is true not only for the care of a dog, but also for the care of oneself, another person, or one’ job.

    Another lesson that a child can learn from having a dog is empathy ,the ability to put oneself in another person’s or in this case another creature’s situation and imagine that person’s or creature’s feelings or problems. A dog cannot express itself with speech, so its owner must learn how to interpret its behaviour. The child must learn to understand what the dog’s behaviour means. Is the dog frightened, hungry or sick? The child need to understand what is going on in the dog’s mind. Understanding a situation from the dog’s point of view helps the child understand why the dog is behaving in a certain way and what the dog’s needs. The result of learning to read a dog’s behaviour is that the child develops empathy. This leads to the child becoming a more considerate and caring person.

    These are some of the most important lessons a child will ever learn. The benefits(好处) of owning a dog  will last the child’s whole lifetime and will help him or her grow into a reliable(可靠的) and caring adult.

One thing that every good money manager does is make a budget (预算).

What is a budget? It's a means of keeping track (轨迹) of exactly how much money is coming in and exactly how much money is going out. If you get an allowance (零用钱), you want to know how much money you have at any given time. You don't want to run out of money when you really need it.

    So, people make budgets.

    The most common way to make a budget is to write down every single expense and every single income. Here is an example:               Mai-Ling's Babysitting Service

    So at the end of June, Mai-Ling has spent $20 but earned ( 赚取) $40. She has $20 left over.

    Now, this amount of money is relatively small. Mai-Ling can easily count just how much money she is spend and taking in ,so she can easily know that she has that $20 left now.

    But what about a large company, which has hundreds of expenses and many sources (来源) of income each month? That company especially needs to keep track of its money, going out and coming in ,so the company can pay its bills.

    So large companies keep budgets, too. Here is an example

    The toy company earned $6,400 in sales in March. The company paid out $5,950 in expenses. So, the company made $450 in March.

    Why is it a good idea to know all this? What if the company wanted to buy a new computer system and that new computer system cost $2,000?  If the company had only $450,  then they'd have to buy the computer system by borrowing money.

    Also, if the company has a few more months like March, when income is more than expenses, then the company can plan ahead and save up enough money to buy that computer system, so the company doesn't have to borrow money.

    A company will also keep a budget in order to see whether spending money on things like advertising is a good idea. Take a look at the graph (图表) below. It is the same as the one above, with one important addition: It has a line for advertising.
