 Louis Armstrong had two famous nicknames. Some people called him Bagamo. They said his mouth looked a large bag. Musicians often called him Pops, as a sign respect for his influence on the world of music.

 Born in 1901 in New Orleans, he grew up poor. Jazz was invented in the city a few years before his birth. Armstrong often said, “Jazz and I grew up together.”

 Armstrong showed a great talent（天赋）for music when he was taught to play the cornet（短号）at a boy’s home. In his late teens, Armstrong began to live the life of a musician. He played in parades, clubs and on the steamboats that he travelled on the Mississippi River. At that time, New Orleans was famous for the new music of jazz and was home to many great musicians. Armstrong learned from the older musicians and soon became respected as their equal.

 In 1992 he went to Chicago. There, the tale of Louis Armstrong began. From then until the end of his life, Armstrong was celebrated and loved wherever he went.

 His cornet playing had a deep love and warmth that caused many listeners to say, “Listening to Pops just makes you feel good all over.” He was the father of the Jazz style（风格）and also one the most admired people in the world. His death, on July 6, 1971, was headline news around the world.

    As a professor at a large American university, there is a phrase I hear often from students: “I’m only a 1050.” The unlucky students are speaking of the score on the Scholastic Aptitude Test(SAT), which is used to decide whether they will be allowed to the college or university of their choice, or even have a chance to get to a higher education at all. The SAT score, whether it is 800, 1100 or 1550, has becomes the key point at this time of their life.

    It is clear that if students value highly their test scores, then a great amount of their self-respect is put in the number. Students who do poorly in the exam are left feeling that it is all over. The low test score, they think, will make it impossible for them to get into a good college. And without a degree from a prestigious university, they worry that many of life’s doors will close for them for ever.

    According to a study done in the 1990s, the SAT is only a dependable sign of a student’s future performance in most situations. Interestingly, it becomes much more exact when it is set together with other signs—like a student’s high school grades. Even if standardized tests like the SAT could show a student’s academic proficiency（学业水平）, they will never be able to test things like confidence, efforts and willpower, and are unable to give us the full picture of a student’s potentialities（潜力）. This is not to suggest that we should stop using SAT scores in our college admission process（招生过程）. The SAT is an excellent test in many ways, and the score is still a useful means of testing students. However, it should be only one of many methods used.

    The signs for harmony（融洽）may not be clear in some families. But it seems that four out of five young people now get on with their parents, which is the far different of the popularly-held image（印象）of unhappy teenagers locked in their room after endless family fights.

    An important new study into teenage attitude surprisingly shows that their family life is more harmonious than it has even been in the past. “We were surprised by just how happy today’s young people seem to be about their families,” said one member of the research team. “They’re expected to be rebellious（叛逆的）but in fact they have other things on their minds, for example, they want a car and they may worry about whether school is serving them well. There’s more discussion between parents and children, and children expect to take part in the family decision. They don’t want to rock the boat.”

    So it seems that this generation of parents is much more likely than parents of 30 years ago to treat their children as friends. “My parents are happy to discuss things with me and willing to listen to me,” says 17-year-old Daniel Lazall. “I’ll always tell them when I’m going out clubbing. As long as they know what I’m doing, there are fine with it.” Susan Crome, who is now 21, agrees. “Looking back on the last 10 years, there was a lot of what you could call discussion. For example, as long as I’d done all my homework, I could go out on a Saturday night. But I think my grandparents were a lot stricter with my parents than that.”

    Maybe this positive view of family life should not be unexpected. It is possible that the idea of teenage rebellion is not rooted in real facts. A researcher says, “Our surprise that teenagers say they get along well with their parents comes because of a short period in our social history when teenagers were regarded as different beings. But that idea of rebelling and breaking away from their parents really only happened during that one time in the 1960s when everyone rebelled. The normal situation throughout history has been a smooth change from helping out with the family business to taking it over.”

 Electronic devices（装置）are changing the way people listen to music. But studies show the devices may be causing hearing loss in many people. Some experts say people may be playing them too loud and for too long.

 Researchers did a study with three hundred high school students and one thousand adults. They were asked about their use of music devices. 40% students and adults said they set the sound levels at high on their players. But students were two times more likely to play the music at a very loud volume（音量）. More than half of the students said they would probably not control their listening time.

 The study found that more than half of the students and less than 40% adults had at least one kind of hearing loss. Some reported difficulty hearing parts of discussion between two people. Others said they had to raise volume controls on a television or radio to hear it better. And, some experienced ringing in their ears or other noises.

 Hearing experts say part of the problem is the listening devices people are using. They say large earphones that cover the whole ear are probably safer than the smaller earbuds（耳塞）that come with most music players. Hearing loss may not be obvious for years, however, once it happens, there is few chance of getting well for ever. About thirty million Americans have some hearing loss. One third of them lost their hearing as a result of loud noises.

 The American Speech-Language-Hearing Association is working on setting rules for use of music devices. The group says the best way to protect your hearing is to turn down the player, control listening time and use earphones that prevent foreign noises.
